This square was originally designed for the charity Knit-a-Square (KAS). Squares in are sent and then sewn into 
blankets to help keep African orphans warm.

Materials and Sizing

Yarn: any worsted weight yarn
Hook: 5.5 mm

Size & Gauge: if sending to KAS, pattern should make 8” x 8” but a border can be added if it falls short. 

Abbreviations & Stitches

b bobble
ch chain
dc double crochet
sc single crochet

sts stitches

Bobble: Work 4dc in same st leaving 5 loops on the hook by omitting the last step in each 
dc (pulling yarn through last two loops). Yo and draw yarn through all 5 loops. 

Circular Crochet Base

Ch 28. Following chart, sc each white square and b each blue square. At the end of each row, Ch1 
and turn. Each row has 27 sts. Ch1 and turn at the end of each row. 
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This pattern is available free for everyone and the pattern itself is not for resale. 
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
