Materials:
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Worsted weight yarn in your desired color(s).

Abbreviations:

ch: chain
dc: double crochet
hdc: half double crochet
sc: single crochet
st: stitch

Step-by-Step Instructions:

Step 1: Crafting the Magic Ring
Initiate with a magical ring, or alternatively, chain 4 and connect the ends with a slip stitch to
form a ring.

Step 2: Commencing the First Round
Round 1: Commence by chaining 3 (this serves as your initial dc for this round and the
forthcoming ones). Work 2 dc into the ring, then chain 2. Repeat this pattern – 3 dc into the ring,
chain 2 – two more times. Finally, join with a slip stitch to the top of the starting ch-3. Tug gently
on the magic ring to close the central hole.

Step 3: Sculpting the Heart Shape
Round 2: Begin with a chain of 3, followed by a dc into the same stitch. Proceed to work 2 dc in
the next 2 stitches, then continue with hdc in the subsequent 3 stitches, sc in the ensuing 3
stitches, hdc in the following 3 stitches, 2 dc in the subsequent 3 stitches, and conclude with dc
in the last 2 stitches of this round. Join by executing a slip stitch to the top of the initial ch-3.

Step 4: Infusing Color into the Heart
Round 3: Attach your second color of yarn to any hdc stitch from the preceding round. Start with
a chain 1, then work a sc in the same stitch. Subsequently, work sc in the next 2 stitches,
followed by 3 sc in the next stitch (located at the center of the heart). Continue with sc in the
next 2 stitches, and repeat the pattern – sc in the next 3 stitches, 3 sc in the subsequent stitch,
sc in the next 2 stitches – two more times. Finally, complete this round by working sc in the last
3 stitches. Seal it off by joining with a slip stitch to the first sc. Cut the yarn and secure the ends.

Step 5: Adding the Final Flourish
Gently stretch your Heart Granny Square and consider blocking it if desired, smoothing out the
stitches and refining its shape.

Step 6: Multiplying the Squares
Revel in creativity by fashioning as many Heart Granny Squares as your project needs. Feel
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free to experiment with diverse color combinations and arrangements.

Step 7: Optional Assembly
If your endeavor entails a larger creation, such as a blanket, you can connect your Heart
Granny Squares using slip stitches, single crochets, or your preferred method of joining.
